sponse using the principles
and practice of children’s
rights, equity and social
justice. In the process of
implementing the Project,
we have been introduced to
a number of international
organizations engaged in
similar efforts. The Euro-
pean Society for Social
Pediatrics; the Argentina
Committee on Social Pedi-
atrics; organizations in
Australia, Chile, Columbia
and Uruguay; the Interna-
tional Society for Equity in
Health; and the Interna-
tional Children’s Center in
Turkey.

“The goals of the Society
focus on generating new
knowledge through re-
search, promoting educa-
tion and training, trans-
forming pediatric practice,
and developing public pol-
icy and advocacy. The
Society will use a rights-
based framework built on
the foundation of the UN
Convention on the Rights
of the Child to organize its
work.
